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Good Care Checklist

The checklist below is designed to improve your experience with clinical treatment.

Getting ready to visit the doctor – Rheumatologist, 
Dermatologist or Healthcare provider: 

What information do I take with me for the visit? 

Arrange permission for your doctor to access your medical records.

Write a list of the medications and supplements that you take. Bring your medication and 
supplements with you to the visit. 

Take note of any recent health-related changes you have noticed to keep your doctor up to date.

 

Bring a list of questions and download the treatment guidelines for your healthcare provider 
to make sure you don’t forget anything.

Should I bring someone with me? 

You might want to bring someone with you for moral support and to help you remember 
information from your visit. This could be a family member or friend. Be selective about who you 
invite to your visit. 

Let them know in good time of the visit. They could also stay in the waiting room for part of 
the appointment. 

You can ask them to take notes during the visit. This is a great way to remember what was 
said. Remember that discussion is important between you and your doctor.
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What tests or screenings should I have? 

Tests and screenings may be different for each patient. Your healthcare provider will work with 
you to assess any other symptoms. 

Have you experienced any other symptoms? What happened and when? 

Do I need further testing or screening for comorbidities? 

Where will the tests be done? How long they will take? When are results expected? 

What about treatment and other clinic visits? 

Share your concerns. You and your healthcare provider can work together with other 
clinicians or with a team of experts to ensure holistic care. 

Request to know which specialist will be consulted to manage a psoriasis-related condition.

Is there something I need to do or prepare for my next visit? 

After your visit: 

Who will talk with me about the next steps? 

Besides talking to experts who else can I talk to (Nutritionist, Physiotherapist)?
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Are there other patient advocates that can be helpful as you search for the best care for you?

Are there patient associations and support groups that specialize in this kind of support?

 

Peripheral Arthritis usually affects 
the large joints of the arms and legs, 
including the elbows, wrists, knees, 
and ankles. 
The discomfort may be “migratory”, 
moving from one joint to another

Axial Disease – a chronic, 
inflammatory rheumatic disease that 
affects the axial skeleton, causing 
severe pain, stiffness and fatigue

Dactylitis – severe inflammation of 
the finger and toe joints

Enthesitis – inflammation at the site 
of insertion of ligaments, tendons and 
other fibrous structures into bone

Once you are diagnosed with Psoriatic Arthritis – there are several treatment options 
available that can help you manage your symptoms and prevent joint damage. Your doctor will 
recommend a treatment plan based on you induvial needs and medical history.

•	 Step 1. After confirmed diagnosis of by healthcare provider of Psoriatic Arthritis.

•	 Step 2. The symptoms of psoriatic arthritis can vary from person to person and may be 
categorized into the following domains (symptom (symptom categories). Your doctor may 
recommend medications or topical treatment.

•	 Step 3. List the treatment.

•	 Step 4. After each treatment given. Your healthcare provider may regularly check how well 
the treatment is working and whether you are experiencing side effects or complications. The 
decision to switch between your treatment plan is on an individual basis by the healthcare 
provider. A joint decision-making to support the best care for you.
